Safety responsibilities of individuals within the electricity supply industry are identified and described as defined in legislation and industry codes.

any three of the following – Electricity Amendment Act 2006, Electricity (Safety) Regulations 2010, Health and Safety in Employment Act 1992, SM-EI, Codes of Practice.
